that Bien-Air not only recommends that 
its electric handpieces and motors are 
regularly sterilized, but it has made ma-
jor product design decisions based on the 
need for frequent heat sterilization. 

The Bien-Air Optima MX motor does 
not require plugs or covers in order to be 
heat sterilized, making the process a bit 
easier. “Our MX motor is the only motor 
for dental use that does not have the sen-
sors needed in most brushless motors,” 
says Mateen. “Sensors are very suscepti-
ble to steam and moisture. That’s why our 
competitors’ products need the openings 
of the motor covered during sterilization.”  

Mateen believes that the motors that 
require covers are not as sterile, simply 
because steam will never enter the cov-
ered areas to kill bacteria and viruses. 
“The Optima MX motor is designed with-
out sensors and can be sterilized similarly 
to any handpiece and contra angle,” con-
tinues Mateen. 

Other design considerations include 
a motor armature that is completely 
coated with high-performance epoxy to 

help prevent damage that may result 
from excessive heat and moisture dur-
ing sterilization, as well as motor con-
tacts that are coated with 24K gold to 
help prevent corrosion that may result 
with steam.

When you are STERILIZING 
HANDPIECES, you should always 
make certain that the drying cycle 
is complete prior to removing 
handpieces from the sterilization 
chamber. Never use dry heat 
sterilization. Never sterilize with a  
bur installed.

Your SuRGICAL HANDPIECE needs 
service if: a) You can pull the bur out 
with your hand while it is in the lock 
position,  b) You run the handpiece 
with proper bur and bur guard for 30 
seconds and an  inconsistent sound 
frequency (grinding) is detected c) 
Excessive heat is detected from the 
front of the handpiece.

When LubRICATING A 4/5-HOLE LOW-SPEED HANDPIECE 
with a dropper bottle, place 2-3 drops of lubricant in the drive 
air tube only. If you are sterilizing your handpieces in half 
paper/half plastic autoclave bags, remember to put the  
paper side up for chamber type sterilizers and the paper  
side down for Statim cassette sterilizers. This results in  
easy evaporation and longer handpiece life.
